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MEMORANDUM FOR Combat Casualty Care Course (C-4) TNCC Students
SUBJECT: TNCC for C-4 Course
1.
The Trauma Nursing Core Course (TNCC) is a 2-day course sponsored by the Emergency Nurses Association, which provides core-level knowledge, both in terms of cognitive and psychomotor skills based on the trauma nursing process as the standard of nursing care.  It is the intent of the TNCC to enhance the nurse’s ability to assess, rapidly and accurately, the patient’s responses to the trauma event.  It is anticipated that the use of the knowledge and skills learned in the TNCC will ultimately contribute to a decrease in the morbidity and mortality associated with trauma.  This course is not designed to teach you the material in the book, but to highlight the important aspects within each chapter.

2.  Upon completion of this course, the learner will be able to identify common mechanisms for injury assessment; describe pathophysiologic changes; identify appropriate nursing diagnoses and expected outcomes while providing sound interventions; and discuss mechanisms used to evaluate the effectiveness of these interventions on the patient.  The psychomotor skills give the learner the opportunity to practice these skills in a simulated controlled environment by demonstrating the standard approach to assessing, planning, intervening, and evaluating plan of care given to the patient.  In addition, the learner should be able to identify potential responses to these interventions.

Registered nurses will attend the TNCC unless they are currently certified in TNCC and not within 12 months of expiration.  If you are currently certified in TNCC, you will have three available options.  First, attend the Pre-Hospital Trauma Life Support Course (PHTLS).  Second, audit the TNCC and receive 16.5 CECHs.  Finally, if you did not receive instructor potential (IP) the first time you took the TNCC this could be an opportunity for consideration.  If you did receive IP when you took TNCC before, contact us for potential enrollment in the TNCC-Instructor course.
